Order of the Arrow Service Project   

Honors Scoutingôs 100th  Anniversary  
The Ini-To Lodge has decided to take on an ambitious, but long overdue project in Service of Camp Thunder and the 

Lawhorne Scouting Base.  If you’ve done much hiking in the Thunder back country, you know that most of the trail 

consist of either old logging roads, or mountain bike trails.  Not always the most fun to hike. 

 

 OUR VISION is to transform the back country into a hiker’s dreamland.  We want to reroute all boring trails into 

ones that are scenic and interesting to hike.  The new trails would be designed to take hikers to the prettiest spots, the 

best camping, and accentuate opportunites for learning about nature at its finest. 

 

 Trails will be built to Park Service standards, and the project will be managed using the Incident Management 

method developed by the Park Service.  Work on the trail will be open to everyone, and will be managed and sup-

ported by the Lodge in conjunction with the Council Camping Committee.  The Lodge will provide both manpower 

and financial support. 

 

 The reservation will be divided into zones, each managed by a Project Manager who makes a multi-year commit-

ment to the projects in his zone.  Each project will have a Crew Chief, who receives special training on how to build 

trails and complete his project. 

Projects will be available for Ordeals, Summer Camp conservation projects, Troop service projects.  There will also 

be support groups, such as logistics and materials.  Everyone will account to the overall Incident Manager. 

 

 To make this happen, we need you and your arms, legs, and ideas.  We need people to layout  new trail 

(bushwackers), Project Managers, Crew Chiefs, patch and trail marker designers, Kiosk builders, web page manag-

ers,etc.
